Talking about the monetary
system these days requires us-
ing unimaginably large num-
bers, suchas $1trillion, the total
U.S. currency in circulation,
and $10.9 trillion, the U.S. gov-
ernment debt held by the pub-
lic.

The growing U.S. debt —

$15.6 trillion, if you throw in So-
cial Security andMedicare— is
one reason people fear inflation
andthinkthat themonetarysys-
tem is out of control. “Never in
history have we run debts and
deficits to thismagnitude,” says
Lance Roberts, chief economist
at StreetTalk Advisors.

It’s one reason the gold stan-
dard is gaining popularity. But
returning to the gold standard

also has myriad problems. On a
practical level, there’s not
enough gold in the world to re-
turn to agold standard—andno
one else in the world is on the
gold standard. By tying the val-
ue of the dollar to gold, the gov-
ernment cedes control ofmone-
tary policy, making it unable to
increase the money supply in
times of economic crisis.

The U.S. tied the value of the

dollar to the price of gold until
1971,when then-PresidentRich-
ard Nixon dismantled the last
vestiges of the gold standard.
But thegoldstandardhadeffec-
tively ended for most people in
1933, when the government de-
cided that individuals could no
longer redeem dollars for gold.

What’s the allure of the gold
standard? “Its prime attraction
is to apply a measure of mone-

tarydiscipline,” saysIanMcAv-
ity, editor of the “Deliberations
on World Markets” newsletter.
When you tie your currency to
gold, there’s only so much cur-
rency you can issue — because
there’s only so much gold. In
theory, at least, tying the value
of the dollar to gold would pre-
vent the government from
printing too much money and
creating runaway inflation.
